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The main aim of this activity is that you enjoy your visit to one of the World Heritage sites. 
You will start your visit from the Aqueduct and it will finish visiting the Alcazar. 

TASKS:

· Circle in your map the monuments when your tourist guide stops to explain them. Mark the route you are following in your visit.
· After listening to your guide answer the following questions about each of the main monuments and places (Don’t panic!!! There are just a few, really easy questions). You can ask your guide but first check how much the students from Segovia know about their town!!! 
· Feel at home and enjoy it.

1. THE AQUEDUCT.





· When was it built?
· How many arches does it have?

· Next to the Aqueduct there is a statue of a she-wolf and… who? Do you know the legend about the foundation of Rome? Where is the original statue?
· According to the Aqueduct’s legend, who made it? Why couldn’t he finish his work?

2. CASA DE LOS PICOS





· Why does this palace have this faÇade?
· What is its function nowadays?
· Next to this palace there was a Gate in the walls. How many Gates are still standing? What are their names? Locate them in your map. Where were the other Gates? Locate in the map where they were.
3. SAN MARTIN SQUARE




· Who was Juan Bravo?

· Where was he born? Mark it in your map
· What Century was the Torreón de Lozoya build?
· What Century was San Martin church build? What is its style? 

· The archivolts in the main entrance are 4 characters, who are they?
4. LIBRARY




· This is our library, but years ago this building accomplished a very different function, which one?

· Who was his most famous inmate?

· Inside it there are Romanesque arches. Where are they from?

5. JEWISH QUARTER
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· When did Jews start to live in this quarter?

· When did their expulsion take place?
· Who was the most famous Hebrew living in this quarter?
6. CATHEDRAL AND MAIN SQUARE
· Which style is the Catedral?
· When did its construction begin and why? 

· When was it finished? Is it finished in the same style?
· Who and when was crowned in San Miguel church?

· Has this church always been in the same place? Mark in your map where it was.

8.THE ALCAZAR
· The Alcazar is at the top of a rock shaped by two rivers. Which ones?
· How far can we trace back this fortress?
· In times of Enrique II there was a terrible accident. What was it?
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Segovia is world-renowned for the ship-like appearance it projects: the Alcázar standing at its bow, the cathedral tower being its mainmast and the aqueduct its helm.
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
